Art 3232 A - Photography II, III, IV
Spring 2008 MW 11:30am – 2:15pm 
Course Description: This is an intermediate photography course that may be repeated through the advanced level. Greater technical control over analog photography processes will be stressed, digital and alternative process photography will be introduced, and conceptual artistic vision will be pushed. Audit students, and students who have completed this course in the past may choose to opt out of certain assignments to further develop a continuing body of work. In addition to studio work, we will have readings, class discussions, artist presentations, and written exhibit reviews.

Course Objectives: 

· To further perfect printing and shooting skills with film
· To experiment with toning and alternative process photography
· To begin an exploration of Adobe Photoshop by either film scanning or digital camera use
· To discuss photography through its relation to the contemporary art world, and in its various approaches
· To spend an extended period of time working with a concept and developing a large body of work, subject to multiple critiques
Materials: 
This is an expensive course – expect to contribute more money later in the semester for additional supplies.

· A 35mm camera with manual controls

· Film of your choice – amount will vary per student – 15-20 rolls
· Fiber-based Photographic paper (most of it is covered by your lab fee, but you will need to order more of it on your own)

· Archival negative sleeves

· Print storage sleeves

· A three-ring binder that zips closed for storing negatives and prints
· A notebook dedicated to photo for keeping class notes, exposure times, etc 

· Recommended: An apron or old t-shirt to wear in the darkroom, compressed air or static-free cloth for negatives, spot toner and brush

Lab Guidelines: 
· This is a communal workspace. Your mistakes adversely affect not only your work, but everyone else’s. Make sure to take good notes on the chemistry so that contamination does not occur. 
· Wear gloves or use tongs at all times when handling chemistry

· Clean all equipment, counters, floors and sinks when you through working (or as you go along!).  Repeated complaints about one’s cleanliness will result in a drop of one letter grade and possible expulsion from the lab. 
· Watch how much chemistry you have used, and if there is not enough for the next student to process negatives or make prints, mix more!
· You are required to sign up in the lab at least six hours per week outside of class time. Failure to do so will impact your participation grade. 
Evaluation: 

Project Assignments: 65%

The beginning of the semester will start with some technical assignments, which will gradually turn into more open-ended and creative assignments. Point value for the assignments will increase as the semester progresses. The most weight will be placed on your concept assignment of your own choosing, which will span approximately the last half of the course for most students. Missing critique will result in a letter grade drop for the given assignment. An additional letter grade will be dropped per each class day the assignment is late past the critique day. This is in addition to participation grade penalties.
Exhibit Reviews, Written Assignments, Quizzes and In-Class Presentation: 20%

· Students will be required to write 2 two-page papers on photography shows. It is possible you may have to leave Augusta! Guidelines will be given on what to cover. These have due dates, but may be turned in at any point during the semester. These will be 50 points each.
· Written assignments may include responses to given topics in class, or readings. Expect two or three of these assignments, 50 points each.
· One quiz will be given midway through the semester to cover technical concerns. This will be worth 50 points. A second 50 point quiz will cover photographers discussed in the In-Class Presentations (detailed below).

· The most weight will be placed on your In-Class Presentation, to be given in pairs. Early on in the semester, you will be given a topic to research with a partner and find at least four photographers who embody the topic. The goal is to introduce yourself and others to names of artists, and to think more creatively about concepts in photography. The presentations will take the form of 20 minute powerpoints. Details on grading for this will be given in a few weeks. 
Participation: 15%

This grade begins at 100 points, and will be reduced in the following ways:

Unexcused Absences: 3 points

Late to class: 2 points

Leaving class early: 2 points

Not completing six hours of darkroom work per week: 2 points per week

Unprepared to work in class: 3 points (shooting film is to be done OUTSIDE of class)
No input during critique: 2 points

Missing critique (unexcused): 4 points
Late assignments: 2 points per class day late

Three unexcused absences will result in a letter grade drop of your final grade. Six unexcused absences will result in being dropped from the class.  
Contact me via email or phone before class begins to excuse your absence. 
Extra credit may be given throughout the semester that will add points into your participation grade. If your participation grade stands at 100, these points will factor into your project assignments. 

Photo Lab Access:
Campus security will receive a list of students that are currently enrolled in the photography classes. With a valid student ID, they will grant you 24-hour access to the lab as long as you are with a partner. You are not allowed to let a non-photo student use the equipment or enter the lab without speaking to Jennifer first. You must sign in and out every time you use the lab.
