Exhibit Review Guidelines

You are required to do 2 two-page (double-spaced) exhibit reviews during this course. The first one is due no later than your midterm conference. Plagiarism in any research done will not be tolerated (quote and cite your sources). This is worth 50 points – your grade will be altered by the length of your writeup and how in-depth you address the following information. 
· Give the name and location of the show you are reviewing and the name(s) of the photographer(s) featured. 

· Talk about what binds these photos together. If there is no overt theme to the show, discuss what possible connections you are able to draw from the pieces in the show. 
· Give a formal description of the work, including the specific photo medium (if you are not familiar with the process, do some research on it), as well as a description using at least two elements and two principles of design. 

(Elements of design: line, shape, color, texture, mass, space) (Principles of design: repetition, rhythm, balance, emphasis, subordination, unity, variety, economy)

· Pick what you feel is the most successful piece of the show. Give a description of the piece, and why you feel drawn to it.

· Pick what you feel is the least successful piece of the show. Give a description, and discuss why you feel this way towards the piece. 
· Is there an emotional quality to this work for you? Why or why not?

· Finally, if this show includes multiple pieces by a photographer, discuss whether or not seeing multiple pieces gives you a better understanding of what the artist is trying to achieve. Do you learn different things from each of the pieces? Or do you feel the work is repetitious, and could be edited down?
