COURSE OBJECTIVES:

This class is an introduction to the basic elements and principles of design.  The student will learn a variety of media, and methods of using the elements and principles on two-dimensional surfaces. With successful completion of the course, the student will be able to:
1. 
Organize a given two-dimensional space in order to communicate an idea or provide an aesthetic experience.

2. 
Use the Elements of Design: line, shape, value, texture, color, space and text and the Principles of Design: balance, emphasis, unity and variety, rhythm/repetition, proportion/scale and economy. 

3. 
Manipulate traditional and non-traditional materials including drawing, painting, printmaking, and collage.

4. 
Develop standards of craftsmanship in their two-dimensional constructions.

5. 
Understand the relationship of two-dimensional design as it shapes their visual environment.

6. 
Critique their own artwork and the work of others, using correct design vocabulary.

7. 
Discuss and develop their work within a theoretical framework by researching artists.
GRADING:

Studio Assignments: will vary in point value according to difficulty and in amount according to the class dynamic. The criteria on which you will be graded will be explained in each assignment. Expect to spend 5 hours per week outside of class on your assignments.
Quizzes: You will have two quizzes worth 50 points each. One will be based on your knowledge of the elements and principles, and one based on the artists from your presentations. 

Artist Notebook/Sketchbook: This should be a non-ruled page notebook, 8.5 x 11 inches, to be used only for this class. You should be using it for notes from class lectures, for sketches for projects, some class exercises, and for general artistic observation. Art and inspiration is all around us, and I suggest you carry this with you at all times for jotting down notes or even collecting objects. It will be collected and evaluated at both mid-term and final. Further details on evaluation will be made available closer to midterm. 

Artist Presentation: Towards the end of the semester, you will be giving a ten-minute powerpoint presentation on an artist of your choosing. You may select one from the attached list, or one of your own choosing given instructor approval. Artist must be chosen no later than midterm, and once an artist has been selected, no other student may report on him/her. Further instructions for your presentation will be given later in the semester. 

Final Portfolio: Your final portfolio will consist of 4-5 of your best assignments from the semester, of your own choosing. You may rework/redo any of these assignments for the purposes of the portfolio.
Class Participation: This grade is based on your contributions to class critiques, your attendance, your work ethic in and outside of class, your cleanliness, your project performance, and general attitude towards the class.

REQUIREMENTS:

Attendance:
You are allowed 2 unexcused absences.  After your first 2 unexcused absences your grade will be lowered by one letter and will continue to be lowered by one letter for each additional absence (a final grade of “A” will become a final grade of “B” if you have 3 unexcused absences, “C” if you have 4 unexcused absences). To avoid an unexcused absence, email or call me before class if you cannot attend.  Bring a doctor’s note to the following class if you miss class due to illness. 

3 tardies = 1 unexcused absence. (If you are late to class by 15 minutes or more, this counts as an unexcused absence.)  

You must be present on critique days even if you have not completed your project.  Projects will automatically be lowered by one grade if you miss a critique. 

Late assignments will be lowered one letter grade per day (not class day) that they are late. 

Artist Lectures and Art Openings:

There are a number of visiting artists that you will have the opportunity to see this semester. You will find a list at the end of this syllabus with dates, locations and names. On opening nights, I will have a list by the front reception area of Blackbridge Hall or the Museum Gallery with my name and course number. Please sign the list, and take an Announcement (printed card with the Artist name and image), or a copy of the Artist Statement and secure them into your notebooks.  Every semester I have students walking a thin line between two letter grades – attending these lectures and shows may bump up your grade to the next level. Make it a habit to get involved!
Workshop Expectations:

Neatness: Our class is not the only one to use the space. It is important to keep your area relatively neat during class, and to completely clean your area before you leave class. This requirement, as with all the others, figures into your final grade.  Failure to clean up after yourself may also result in the loss of shop privileges. 
Attire: Since this is a studio class, please come dressed accordingly. We will be handling charcoal, pencils, paint and glue so naturally you will get dirty. Don’t wear precious clothing.
Concentration: Please turn off all cell phones, laptops, and iPods during class. Please do not bring foods into class (bottled liquids are fine).
